« Summary of colonial history (excerpt)

The introduction of the modern land ownership system, which restricted the territories that the Ainu could use for hunting,
fishing, and gathering, as well as the prohibition of hunting and fishing, eventually impoverished them. Moreover, the
restriction on and prohibition of practicing Ainu customs, as well as the declining usage of the Ainu language, accelerated
the assimilation of Ainu into Wajin, and Ainu culture approached the verge of extinction. In this way, throughqut the
process of establishing a modern nation state, the culture of indigenous Ainu people was irreparably damaged /by
land and assimilation policies. Faced with an overwhelming majority of Wajin immigrants, Ainu people were alni®st
relegated to a subordinate class and were often discriminated a Samsb
